Students must have a cumulative GPA of 3.0
or higher.

Awards

Scholarship award will be $2,500. Awards
will be announced in April. The award is
co-payable to the institution and the
recipient. Scholarships are not renewable.

Determination of Awards

Awards will be determined based on the
number of applications received and
applicants’ demonstrated and articulated
commitment to completing degrees at
qualifying institutions in fields of study
that match regional workforce needs.

Members of the selection committee are
totally independent and separate from
Minnesota Power, Minnesota Power
Foundation, and ALLETE, and no employee
or former employee of those organizations
will select recipients of the Minnesota Power
New Generation Scholarship.
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
